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Open Letter: Preserve the Labelling of Foods
Produced with New GMO Techniques

As EU citizens and organizations working with food production, the
environment, and regulation, we urge you to ensure that foods produced
with new genomic techniques (NGT/GMO) continue to be covered by clear
and mandatory labelling in the upcoming EU legislation.

Labelling is not about taking a stance on the technology but about freedom of choice and
transparency. All actors in the food chain — from consumers to farmers and producers to
retailers — need precise information to make responsible decisions about what is grown,
bought, and eaten. Labelling through the whole value chain is the only way to ensure this
transparency.

Genetically modified organisms, regardless of method, should remain clearly labelled.
Removing the labelling requirement would weaken public trust, make the market less
transparent, and limit Europeans’ ability to choose foods that align with their values, health
preferences, and environmental considerations.

Food retailers and producers can only help consumers make informed choices if they
themselves receive complete and accurate information about the origin of the product.
Transparency 1s also a prerequisite for food producers to be able to opt out of using GMOs if
they wish to do so.

The Danish governement is a strong advocate for not requiering the labelling, despite the

fact that a new poll from YouGov showes that 82% of danes oppose deregulation :

European citizens who are parents are responsible for the choices they make on behalf of
thelr children. Making such choices in an informed manner requires that you, as
decision-makers, safeguard access to clear and reliable information. Many members of the
undersigned organizations are themselves parents, and we are concerned about the lack of
labelling in this regard.
